The information provided by you or your physician(s) on the TUE Application Form (including
your name, date of birth, contact details, sport and discipline, the diagnosis, medication, and
treatment relevant to your application);

. Assessments and decisions on your TUE application by ADOs (including WADA) and their TUE

PURPOSES & USE

The decision to grant or deny your TUE application
will also be made available to ADOs with testing authority and/or results management authority
over you;
. WADA authorized staff;
